From the dual 
carriageway take the 1st exit 
Hurley/Henley-on-Thames A4310. 
Then follow instructions “from Burchett’s 
Green”.

From Burchett’s Green

At the roundabout (Burchett’s 
Green) go straight over towards 
Hurley and Henley-on-Thames. 
Pass the Red Lyon on the left and 
the Temple Golf Club on your right 
and continue down the hill. At 
the bottom turn right into Hurley 
Village, The Olde Bell Inn is half a 
mile down the High Street on the 
right, the car park is opposite.
